Dec. 7, 1941 The Japanese attacked Pearl Harbor,
Hawaii. The event brought the United States into
World War II.

Dec. 21, 1943 Leaders restricted all 332d Fight-
er Group personnel to Selfridge Field, Michigan,
pending movement.

Dec. 22, 1943 The 332d Fighter Group departed
Selfridge Field, Michigan, for movement overseas.

Dec. 25, 1943 Members of the 301st and 302d
Fighter Squadrons arrived at Camp Patrick Hen-
ry, Virginia. They traveled by train, completing
the 332d Fighter Group’s and its squadrons move
from Selfridge Field.
